NTC draft changes regarding “lane splitting”
Motorcycles are a problem for the road saftey organizations because the number one safety aspect of any motorcycle is its size and ability to fit in small spaces.unfortunatly it is also the number one danger.

This causes the road safety organizations problems as they can’t easily come up with solutions which cover both these conflicting facts!!

This present push is a classic example of this conflict.

You at the NTC have made the conclusion that if motorcycles didn’t lane split it(even though the only report I could find” The Hurt Report” concludes that lane splitting is NOT a significant problem” ) would lead to less deaths/injuries.
Now let’s look at the outcomes of your proposed changes.

The effect you want is for motorcycles to behave in traffic like cars. Stay in marked lanes and overtake in next lane.

Using the superior agility of the motorcycle to stay ahead of traffic is the number one safety aspect and this draft law will make it more dangerous not less 
I understand that you believe you are enacting this law for the right reasons but surly an organization that prides itself on only using facts would not be presenting such changes with out facts to back your arguments. Yet I can not find ANY information to back your assertions regarding lane splitting.

To try and understand your position I approached the TAC (Vic) and asked them to supply the Data they used when they submitted the proposals to the NTC so far they have been unable to supply said information.

I checked their web site and Vic roads web site trying to find the data that backs this draft and it does not appear to be there.
I would suggest to you that given the fact that no or little data to back your assertions YOU need to be looking at the very lest a 2/3year research into this rather than giving us laws witch you don’t appear to actually know weather this will work and or the consequences of your actions.
Also the tone of the draft suggest to me that NTC dose not think of motorcycles as a legitimate form of transport even though greater use of motorcycles would significantly reduce congestion and REDUCE accidents in our mayor cities as we all agree less traffic on the roads means less chances of collisions.

To give some background to me I am 48 years old have been riding motorcycles since I was 18 and have about approx 1,000,000 klms on Motorcycles in all states and territories.
